Psalm 119:105 says, Thy word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.  In our time here in 
Slovenia, beginning very early, we found that the commonly available Slovenian Bible was heavily 
influenced by the catholic church.  We began about ten years ago to work on a faithful translation into 
the Slovenian language.  We hired people.  We used people from our congregation.  We met in groups 
to work on this.  Some members of the group left and others were 
added.  The work was paused for periods of time, but the burden to get 
a reliable translation in the language of the people never waned.  Today, 
I can report that we just received the first printing of 25 copies of this 
Bible.  It has been a lot of work but it has all been worth it.  It has always 
been our goal to leave a faithful translation that will outlast us, if God 
should tarry His return.  This accomplishes that.  A few months ago, a 
church in Kaufman Texas, Faith Baptist, pastored by Ron Oster, sent us 
an offering for the purpose of this first printing.  It covered it and will 
cover further printings also.  Thank you Pastor Oster! Now pray that 
these Bibles will open the eyes of the people of Slovenia to the truth 
of God who loves them and wants a relationship with them. 
 

Vid continues to grow by leaps and bounds.  He is so hungry to learn. He has stopped by the church to 
see me several times and he usually stays 3-4 hours!  I love it!  We talk about doctrine and how best to 
reach or approach people; he wants to know as much as possible.  He comes from a catholic background 
and is right now at a catholic youth camp as a leader.  He calls himself a missionary to the catholic 
children and he is writing me multiple times a day with questions.  He is such a blessing to this older 
missionary.  Please do keep praying for Vid that God would continue to encourage him and allow him 
to see fruit from his newfound freedom, peace and boldness.
